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Haynesville Hospital History—25 Year Anniversary 1950

The Haynesville News

September 28, 1950—
Hospital Has Kept Fine
Record For Period of 25
Years

After 25 years of service and
a record of 12,683
admissions, the Haynesville
hospital is still considered one
of the most modern and
well-equipped and staffed in
the state. With a total of 25
beds, it is one of only three
hospitals in Louisiana with
less than 50 beds that are
approved by the American
College of Surgeons. It was
also the first of less than 50
beds in Louisiana to be fully
approved.

When the American College
of Surgeons began inspecting
hospitals of this size, the
hospital was provisionally
approved soon after it first
opened 25 years ago this
month, and a few years later it
was fully approved. It has
kept this status ever since.
Each year a complete report is
made to the college of
surgeons, and every few years
an inspection is made of it.

The present superintendent,
Dr. C. O. Wolff, was the head
when the hospital opened.
Moving into offices there
with him at the time of
opening was Dr. M. J.
Rivenbark, who retired a short
time ago and assisted when
needed since. Following Dr.
Rivenbark was Dr. Forest
Orman, who has left just
recently for further study in
surgery. His place with Dr.

Wolff has been taken by Dr.
Paul R. Bishop.

Before the construction of this
building was undertaken,
Haynesville was served by a
building that was moved here
from another oil field and was
very inadequate. In order to
have a good hospital and
make Haynesville an
attractive spot for surgeons, a
group of local citizens
subscribed sufficient stock to
organize a corporation and
construct a modern
institution.

When the plans were drawn
up, the head of the charity
hospital in Shreveport acted
as medical consultant to the
architect, and the resulting
building was considered far
ahead of its time in modern
construction and facilities.
This is evidenced by the fact
that the institution is still
considered modern and very
well equipped.

In addition to its beds, the
hospital is equipped with six
bassinets, an operating room
suite consisting of two
operating rooms, store room,
sterilizing room and dressing
room.

Recent improvements include
a new 100 millimeter G. E.
X-ray machine, four single-
room air-conditioning units
and several new beds and
over-bed tables. The furniture
of the rooms is being
gradually replaced. Also
within the past year, new
asphalt tile floors have been
laid throughout and the office
modernized.

Headed by Dr. Wolff, there is
a very competent staff at the
hospital. Superintendent of
nurses is Mrs. L. O’Donnell.
There are eight nurses, four of
whom are graduate nurses. In
the office are two workers,
Mrs. Harvey Eanes and Miss
Dorothy Gregory. Completing
the staff are an orderly, a
maid for each floor, and a
cook and maid in the kitchen.

Not to be overlooked is the
excellent laboratory which
serves the hospital. The
laboratory is a part of the
hospital, but it is operated by
the Shreveport laboratories
under the direction of J. W.
Cook. Mr. Cook has been
here since 1928, and prior to
that time he had worked as
relief technician since the
hospital’s opening. He is now
ably assisted by Miss Daphne
Kerrison, a home-town girl.

With this arrangement the
hospital has laboratory
facilities far superior to those
of other institutions of
comparable size, the
pathology work being handled
competently through the
Shreveport laboratory.

When the entire picture of the
Haynesville hospital is
considered . . . its staff,
equipment, professional
standing and laboratory . . .
Haynesville citizens can well
be proud of the fine record to
which it is still adhering. The
town is fortunate to have such
an institution to take care of
its needs.

January 12, 1950
Local Hospital Again
Approved By Association

The Haynesville Hospital has
again been approved by the
College of Surgeons. This is the
only small hospital in Louisiana
that has been given this stamp
of approval. Dr. C. O. Wolff is
president of the company, and
is head surgeon at the hospital,
and has been for the past 20
some-odd years. It is an
institution that is fully
appreciated by Haynesville and
her people.

July 27, 1950
Dr. Wolff Thanks Friends,
Will Be Back on Job

Dr. C. O. Wolff, chief surgeon
for the past 25 years at the local
hospital, is able to be up town
again to the delight of his many
friends. However, he is not
back at the hospital, but hopes
to be in a few weeks. He has
made the following statement to
his friends:

“It would be impossible for me
to express my gratitude to my
friends who offered assistance
in every way possible during
my illness, but | would be
ungrateful if I did not try. To
those who gave me blood, and
to all those who offered same, it
was them that possibly were the
direct cause of my
improvement today, and to
those who sent flowers, cards,
letters or other means of
showing their friendship and
interest in me that gave me
encouragement to start on the
road to recovery. To all of them
I will be forever grateful, and it
is my ambition and expectation
to again be back at my post in

the hospital in a few weeks,
where | may again be of service
to the people of this
community.”

August 3, 1950

At The Local Hospital

staff at the Haynesville hospital
is Dr. Paul R. Bishop. He has
undertaken his duties as
assistant to Dr. C. O. Wolff,
chief surgeon.

Dr. Bishop, who is a native of
Wisconsin, is a graduate of the
University of Wisconsin
medical school. He has had
hospital training at the
University of Texas medical
school branch at Galveston,
TX.

Dr. Bishop is married and has
two sons, Neil, who is seven
years old, and Mark, who is
four. They are residing in the
new home just recently
completed by Clyde Almand in
the rear of the Almand home.
They arrived in Haynesville
Sunday after a vacation in
Wisconsin.

Dr. Bishop will make a
welcomed addition to the staff
of the local hospital, which has
always been recognized as one
of the best of its size in the
state.

August 3, 1950
Mrs. L. O’Donnell Returns
to Local Hospital

Mrs. Lillian O’Donnell, for
many years superintendent of
the Haynesville hospital, but
who retired from active duty
some years ago, is again back at

her post at the local institution.
She is replacing Mrs. Joy Shaw,
who has resigned.

February 15, 1951
Claiborne Doctors Discuss
War-Time Emergencies Here

Highlighting the treatment of
patients should there be an
atomic bomb attack in
Claiborne parish was one of the
subjects discussed Tuesday
night when members of the
Claiborne parish medical
association held their meeting
in Haynesville. The meeting
was held in the home of Dr. W.
L. Waller, with 13 of the 14
members of the organization
present. Many subjects
regarding the practice of
medicine, and the treatment of
same came under the general
round-table discussion.

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July 14, 1949—The Story of The Homer Memorial Hospital

The Guardian-Journal

The following history of the
Homer Memorial Hospital
was written by a local citizen
and is very fitting at this time.

The dedication of The Homer
Memorial Hospital marks the
completion of a long struggle
in the annals of the Town of
Homer. It is a story of
courage in the face of
difficulties, of faith in the
people of Homer, and the
desire of the people of Homer
to erect a suitable memorial
for the veterans for World
War |1, and especially to
those who made the supreme
sacrifice for our town and
country.

The beginning of such a
desire was born while the
telegraph boys were still
delivering the familiar War
Department messages, “We
regret to inform you that your
son was killed in action.”
Realizing the enormous
sacrifice that our boys were
being called on to make, to
relieve the suffering of other
peoples, and to relieve the
strain and danger of
dictatorship in our own
country, the citizens of
Homer, desiring to erect a
suitable memorial to them,
began to talk. From this talk
was born the idea of a living
memorial, not just a statue of
a soldier on some corner of
the square that only visitors
would stop to look at, but one
that would keep forever in our
memories the names and
faces of those boys who
would walk our streets no
more. As they were fighting
and suffering, the memorial
should be one to relieve so far
as possible the suffering of

others. There should be a
Memorial Hospital in our
town. Committee from the
Lions Club consisting of Joe
H. Robertson, M. Maritzky,
B. E. Nelson and Clyde White
with a like committee from
the Junior Chamber of
Commerce, consisting of J. V.
Harris, Gaynor A. Dawson,
Robert M. Kent, and W.
Gordon Lee, working under
the chairmanship of Joe H.
Robertson were appointed to
investigate, promote and
advance the idea of building
such a hospital, this
committee being known as
the Hospital Committee. After
much discussion, many
meetings, visitation of other
towns, investigation into the
costs of hospitals and their
operations, the committee
decided upon a municipally
owned hospital built with
Government participation.
Petitions were circulated
asking for an election, which
was called and carried by
more than a 4 to 1 majority of
property values, and more
than 20 to 1, in popular vote.
Bonds were issued in the
amount of $100,000.00
expecting Government
participation to the amount of
$30,000.00 to build a small
hospital of about 20 patients
capacity. The site was
selected and purchased, a four
acre tract in a quiet section of
town, overlooking a new
subdivision and adjoining the
city park. Plans and
specifications were delayed
until the Federal Agencies
released the specifications
under which grants would be
made. When these
specifications were issued, the
Homer Memorial Hospital

was considered too small for
such a grant, so the council of
Homer consisting at this time
of Joe H. Robertson, Mayor,
Gaynor A. Dawson, J. V.
Harris, W. G. Lee, L. R.
Collier and Robert B. Allen,
were left with a set of
specifications and plans for a
nice hospital, but with about
half enough money to build
and equip the plant.

Relying on their faith in the
people of Homer to equip
such a hospital, the contract
was let to erect a building to
be used as a hospital. Again,
contact was made with the
Federal agencies, and the
project was approved pending
certain changes in plans and
specifications. New plans
were drawn and an election
called for the issuance of
$75,000 in bonds to complete
and equip the hospital. The
election carried without
opposition, justifying the faith
of the committee and the
mayor and council.

The Homer Memorial
Hospital stands today as a
living monument in more
ways than one. It is, first of
all, a living memorial to the
boys from the Town of
Homer who gave their lives,
and is so dedicated. When
entering the doors of this
institution, erected and
dedicated to relieving
suffering of humanity, we are
called on to remember the
sacrifices made by our own
boys to relieve the suffering
and strain of total war in the
world. It is also a monument,
in a lesser sort of way, to the
courage, faith in our fellow
citizens and cooperation of a
town who recognize the value
of human life, and the cost

paid for our freedom and the
right to erect such memorials.
In pre-election statements, the
Hospital committee pledged
that if possible, the hospital
would not be operated by the
Town of Homer, but all
politics would be removed as
far as possible from the
operation by leasing it for a
period of years to a Christian
denomination. Following that
pledge, the Mayor and Board
of Selectmen have joined with
the Executive board of the
Louisiana Baptist Convention
in an agreement to operate the
hospital as a non-profit
organization for a period of
years. The hospital will
actually be operated by a
Board of Trustees appointed
by the Executive Board of the
Convention consisting of nine
men, five of whom must be
from Homer or surrounding
community, and four from
other parts of the state. The
original board is as follows: J.
V. Harris, member of the city
council of Homer, President
of the Board; F. D. Mabrey,
Ruston, Vice-President; T. E.
Wimberly, Shreveport,
Secretary; W. D. Sandifer,
Shreveport; B. E. Nelson,
Homer; Rev. G. W. Trussell,
pastor of First Baptist church,
Homer; L. S. Gardner,
Homer, and Thomas
Henderson, Haynesville.

Entrance To The Homer B

Dr. H. O. Barker,
Administrator of the Baptist
hospital in Alexandria, will
serve the board as supervising
consultant. The Mayor of the
Town of Homer and two other
members of the city council
will serve as an advisory
board to meet with the Board
of Trustees, and shall be
entitled to all the privileges of
regular members with the
exception of voting. The staff
of the Hospital will be open,
local doctors and physicians
serving in rotation in cases of
emergencies, and any doctor
meeting the requirements of
the State of Louisiana and the
Board of Trustees of the
hospital will be allowed to
practice in the hospital.

The hospital will be under the
direct supervision of Mrs.
Florence Norris, R.N., its
superintendent. A capable
corps of workers have been
employed and the hospital
will be open for service on the
morning of July 16, 1949,
marking the end of a job well
done.

Homer is truly proud of this
institution which reflects the
desire of the people to erect a
monument to its boys lost in
World War 11, the desire to
have the services of doctors
available when needed, and a
quiet and modern place with
every facility to ease the pain

of suffering among its people
at home.

To the physicians and
surgeons of Homer, it will
enable them to reach further
out in the community to areas
not served by physicians, by
eliminating their need of
driving some twenty miles to
a hospital to practice. They
have expressed their desire to
cooperate fully with the
institution which gives them,
an opportunity to practice
with the latest and best
equipment that the town was
able to purchase.

This hospital with its pastel-
tinted walls and harmonizing
colors in the furniture and
other equipment, with its air
conditioned surgery, with the
balance of the hospital air
conditioned, with all
equipment electric including
the kitchen ranges and walk-
in cooler, with the best of
Simmons furniture in every
room, and with the best grade
of equipment throughout the
hospital, situated on the brow
of a hill just east of the city
park in a quiet neighborhood,
with plenty of parking room
and room for expansion in
the future, is truly a dream
come true. It is an institution
that should make every
citizen of Homer justifiably
proud of its accomplishment,
and will fill a long-felt need
for such a plant in Homer.
